Category: Boston Butts - Each cook team will be given 100 pounds of meat

• All meat used for judging must be cooked on site and will be supplied the Festival Committee.
• Meat may be prepared on any type of cooker and cooked in any fashion you prefer as long as 

it is suitable for public consumption
• Cook Teams are responsible for refrigeration of meat before it is cooked.  

Holding temperature must be 40 degrees or less.
• After cooking all meat must be maintained at a minimum temperature of 140 degrees.
• All BBQ meat will be for sale to attendees and will be served by the cook teams.
• Meat must be ready for sale after the judging.
• Cook Teams must serve meat in samples until 2:00 PM at which time all left over meat will 

be collected and served by the pound.by the Hog Jam Committee.
• Foam containers will be provided for judging
• 2 oz. tasting cups and napkins will be provided. 
• All attendees must have wristbands in order to sample the barbeque
